What is AWANA? 

AWANA stands for Approved Workmen Are Not Ashamed (II Tim 2:15). It is a non-
denominational children’s ministry with the goal of teaching boys and girls about the 
Gospel of Christ and training them to serve him. It also has a merit-based reward system 
based on participation in Scripture memory and club activities. 

Who can attend? 

Any child from the age of 3 to 17 (thru 12th grade). You do not have to attend Grace. 

How is it organized? 

AWANA is entirely run by volunteers from Grace Bible Church and the community. On Sunday 
Nights, children join with peers divided in the following ways: 

3 and 4 yr. old: Cubbies-Meet/picked up in assigned rooms on the Main 
Church Side, Education Wing 

K-2nd grade: Sparks- Meet/picked up in assigned rooms on the Main 
Church Side, Education Wing 

3rd -6th grade  T & T-Meet in gymnasium; Picked up in assigned rooms 

7th-12th grade: Junior Varsity & Varsity-Meet in gymnasium; Picked up in 
assigned rooms

What does it cost? 

Dues for each child are $7.50 per semester or $15 per year.  These dues cover the cost of 
running the club. Make checks payable to Grace Bible Church. In addition to dues, each 
child is required to purchase a uniform and handbook.
