In Ephesians 5:33, husbands and wives are instructed to fulfill their 

biblical roles. This week, we will look at the husband's responsibility and 
high calling to love (with the agape, divine form of love) his wife as Christ 

loves His Bride, the Church. 
 

Ephesians 5:33 (NASB) 
“Nevertheless, let each individual among you also love his wife even as himself; 

and let the wife see to it that she respect her husband.” 
 

General Marriage Principles 

 
1. Remember Purpose of Marriage 

 
Our marriages are to visibly demonstrate Christ’s love relationship with His 

Bride,  the Church. 
 

The Prerequisite: “One Flesh Union” (Ephesians 5:31; Genesis 2:24) 
 

Covenant of Marriage- Vows 
 

"I, Brad, take you Susan, to be my wife, and I promise before God 
and these witnesses, to be your faithful husband, to share with you 

in plenty and in want, in joy and in sorrow, in sickness and in health, to 
love and to care for you as Christ instructs me, so that together we may 

serve God and others, as long as we both shall live. I give you this 

ring today as a tangible symbol of these promises." 
 

“One spouse can kill a marriage, but it takes two to keep it one.” 
 

2. We are selfish (fleshly/sinful) 
3. We want our needs met first 

4. We are different- by design
